Richard Cooke, the Rector, writes...

Familiar Faces in New Places

It was with some surprise that the Bishop of London, Sarah Mulllaly, was
announced as the new Archbishop of Canterbury a few weeks ago. The
consensus had been that it was ‘not yet’ time for a woman to become the
senior bishop in the Church of England, that much of the Anglican Church
overseas, especially in Africa, would not accept it, and so on. The Com-
mission which had the task of choosing the new Archbishop actually had
greater representation from the worldwide Anglican Church than on previ-
ous occasions, so it’s pretty clear that, despite some of the press reports,
Anglicans across the world are pleased with the nomination. It's also en-
couraging that, only 12 years after women were at last allowed to be-
come bishops in England, one is how about to take on this new role.

Bishop Sarah herself was ordained after serving for many years as
a nurse, rising to become Chief Nursing Officer for England and Wales.
Asked about changing direction from being a nurse to being a vicar, she
said that she feels she has had one vocation in her life, to serve Christ,
but that it has been expressed in two different ways. I find this a really
helpful way to look at things. Sometimes I'm asked about ‘vocation’ as if
it's a special thing restricted to clergy, nuns and monks, but the truth is
that I believe God calls everyone to be part of creating and re-creating
the world, bringing justice and love. That call may come in different ways
and at different times, and it's not restricted to working within the
Church, and neither is God! Sarah Mullaly knows that, and her life shows
it. She wasn’t working less for God as a junior nurse than she will as
Archbishop.

Which brings me on to another story of vocation - this time for Ros
Wakefield who has been serving as a Reader in our parishes for many
years. On 7 December at 2.30pm at St Mary’s Ilmington, the Bishop of
Coventry will ordain Ros as a deacon, recognising the value and signifi-
cance of her ministry in our churches. It will be a great celebration, and
all are welcome to come to the service, and for refreshments afterwards
in Ilmington Village Hall. It will also be a chance to meet Bishop Sophie,
who has only been with us for a few months.

But for Ros too her ministry is not just restricted to the Church, be-
cause she has also served for a long time as an associate chaplain in the
South Warwickshire Hospitals. So, like Sarah Mullaly, she’s a hopeful sign
of God’s work beyond the conventional Church, in all parts of our world
and lives.

Nature Notes November 2025
In November, winter preparations continue among mammals like foxes,
squirrels and hedgehogs. Hedgehogs will be seeking hibernation spots so
please leave some leaf piles in your garden for them. In areas like Nor-
folk, you can see grey seals, with some giving birth to pups. Can you see
the colourful berries of holly and spindle trees, and wild fruits from black
bryony and rowan trees? Do you have any flowering ivy? This provides
6
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nectar for late-flying insects, bees especially like it. Please consider plant-
ing some.With fewer leaves on the trees, it's easier to see wildlife, what
you can spot? How about some stargazing? The longer nights of November
are excellent for that. The dark skies around our villages reveal such beau-
ty. As the song goes All things bright and beautiful, all creatures great and
small...the Lord God made them all.

WHITCHURCH

St Mary’s
Thanks to the indefatigable researches of Robert Howe, we now know even

more about our bells. In an earlier instalment in this magazine, we learned
that in 1664 churchwardens reported the 'irrepairable decaies' of the
church, the 'steeple also' having collapsed. The parish, 'consisting most of
rack renters & other poore persons', was unable to rebuild without some
manner of raising funds. They asked the Bishop of Worcester's permission
to sell two of St Mary's bells. Now Robert Howe adds: 'This was evidently
granted: the 1552 inventory of church goods lists three bells but after
1670, only one. Of 1051 bells in Warwickshire churches in 1910, only 58
were described as "Pre-Reformation". Two are in Beaudesert, one in
Whitchurch. These three bells have the same origin and similar design,
probably made in Warwickshire, and date from the middle of the 14th cen-
tury when Peter de Montfort was Lord of both manors.' If you examine the
Sheldon tapestry map of Warwickshire: sure enough, you'll see St Mary's
Whitchurch crowned with a steeple!
